Title Problems of Law Enforcement Relating to the Encroachment of Public Areas
in Lomrad Town Municipality Area, Thoen District, Lampang Province

Abstract

The study examines problems enforcing laws on the encroachment of public areas in
Lomrad, Thoen District, Lampang province and suggests solutions and actions for government
agencies to undertake. The data were obtained from research documents, field surveys and in-depth
interviews with 453 people from state and private sectors who are involved with enforcing laws on
the encroachment of public areas.

The findings showed that the problems can be divided into five areas. 1) There are many
laws relating to public land encroachment and this leads to confusion among both law enforcement
officers and the public. 2) The responsibilities of the agencies dealing with this problem overlap with
regard to procedures, land monitoring, investigations, and law enforcement. 3) The lengthy period of
time required to decide if the areas are public or not. 4) The negligence of law enforcement officers in
enforcing the law due to the interference of influential people in the area and officers' lack of
knowledge and expertise in making decisions regarding land encroachment. 5) The general public's
lack of legal knowledge on land encroachment, their lack of fear of punishment, and their poverty,
which acts as an incentive to encroach public land.

The research suggested that to reduce problems of encroachment of public land, government
agencies in Lomrad should reduce confusion by sorting and classifying the law relating to land
encroachment, combine overlapping agencies into one organization, minimize legal procedures in
dealing with trespassers, build a system to protect whistle-blowers and witnesses, build public

confidence in state agencies, invite public participation in dealing with land encroachment, declare
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public areas, create job opportunities (especially in agriculture) for poor people, and build public
awareness of the necessity of protecting public areas so that the community will benefit in the long

run.
