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Abstract

This paper aims to study the Change of Lanna people worldview in 19" - 20"
century via approaching to the literature. The context of this study is the policy of gathering
ethnic people from the very north land to urbanize and restore the old city; furthermore, it
formed the communities outside the city wall, the nodes of market and the new business
zone from connection of the westerners in early 20" century. From the literatures it
noticeably showed the gradual change; firstly, they were written in the traditional way such
as copying and reproduction the religious literatures that relate to the classic series from
16" century. Those were obviously seen from the tons of palm leaves remaining in the
Northern region nowadays. However, the ethnic people like Yuan from Chiangsan, Tai, Tai
lue and the others from the north where they leave start their new communities. Not only
became to “New Lanna people” but also created new literatures that reflected the world
view of that time connecting to common culture. The second major change came from the
participation of the westerners by missionaries and the wood businessmen including the
Siamese government as well. This stream of movement effected the worldview of Lanna

people dramatically.
