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Abstract:

The study aims to 1) to develop the potential of Youth-Guide to use Chinese at
Thai Elephant Conservation Center (TECC), Lampang Province. 2) to apply the research
results to improve the potential of Youth-Guide to use Chinese at Thai Elephant Conservation
Center (TECC), Lampang Province. Consist of 1) Knowledge of the Chinese language 2)
Knowledge of tour guide, and 3) The practice fieldwork.

The result of study indicated that the Participants more than half is female (60
percent), Age between 13-16 years (80 percent), lived with their parents (100 percent). Most
participants have never been trained on the Chinese language (75 percent), everyone does not
have the experience in the training Youth-Guide. After training Youth-Guide found that
participants are satisfied with the training programs in highly satisfied (X = 4.47) and the
practical skills of Youth Guide in satisfied (X = 3.35)

Note that the Personal Characteristics of learning found that Chinese language skills
are different, the ability to develop skills in Chinese language are varies. As can be seen from
those who had never studied Chinese language and studied Chinese. Conclude that the
variables that make the Chinese communication skills such as speaking, reading, writing and
understanding the information that has been different. And other issues, most Youth-Guides
have not had experience as a guide. But the benefits of Youth-Guide training shows that the
knowledge from training can be truly applied to the tour guides at Thai Elephant Conservation

Center.
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
