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ABSTRACT

Objectives of the research aimed at studying speech acts in the political news
report from Matichon newspaper with pragmatics method for integrating the research
into Linguistics course. Data for studying collected from political analysis columns
since July-August 2014, 92 volumes. The speech act divided into representatives,
directives, commissives, expressives, and declaratives including speech act related to
meanings that was direct and indirect speech by theory of John R. Searle.

The result found that the speech acts were used to present the political
news from Matichon newspaper mostly was representatives using words to tell the
story then expressive for satire then commissives using for challenging something
then the directives for asking and declaratives for changing.

From a study of meaning relations that were direct and indirect speech acts,
the political news of Matichon were presented by indirect speech more than direct
speech such as a conduct for persuasion and sarcastic speech for someone or

occurred events.
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
