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Abstract

Objectives of this research were analyzing palm leaf manuscripts of temples in Mae
Tha district, Lampang province and making a cultural mapping about palm leaf manuscripts
of temples in Mae Tha district, Lampang province. The scope of studying was the temples
in Mae Tha district, Lampang province.

From a survey a temple list in Mae Tha district, there were 68 temples divided into
Don Fai district 6 temples, Na Krua district 9 temples, Nam Jo district 8 temples, Ban Giu
district 5 temples, Ban Bom district 6 temples, Pa Tan district 6 temples, Mae tha 4
temples, Wang Ngen district 5 temples, Don Kaew district 6 temples, Hua Sue district 9
temples, and the important temples 3 temples.

The survey about the requirement of survey, conservative and restore the palm leaf
manuscripts in these 68 temples. There was 25 temples where required the survey 25
temples and the rest of 43 temple did not require because some temples had already
surveyed the manuscripts and some did not have the manuscripts because of newness and
on fire. The information was managed into the cultural mapping about palm leaf
manuscripts in Mae Tha district. The mapping was divided into 2 types 1) mapping of
requirement on palm leaf manuscripts survey of temples in Mae Tha district. 2) mapping of
palm leaf manuscript information in Mae Tha district, Lampans.

From the interviews of monks, local scholar, elder about conservation the ancient
documentary found that it should be realized of value and importance of it especially the
body of knowledge that was useful to oneself or society. The method of conservation were
study, report, research including survey, and keep as a national heritage. Furthermore, it

should be used as preaching in customs and rites.
