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Development of Thailand Criminal Investigation

The objectives of this study are to analyze the problems and obstacles of criminal
investigation in Thailand and to propose a guideline for Thai criminal inquiry procedure. The
acquired dada were from secondary sources such as previous research findings and in-depth
interviews with 90 participants from both public and private sectors whose work were
involved with criminal investigation. After scrutinizinly analyzing the collected data, it was
found that the criminal investigation procedure proceeded by investigators alone should be
conducted based on the full investigation for the accused. If the investigators have an
absolute power to gather evidence and witnesses without balance the power in their duty,
this may give opportunity for bribe and corruption. More importantly, this affects the basic
rights and justice of human which they expect to receive from the Thai criminal justice
process. To achieve the ultimate goal of the criminal justice process, there should be more
open opportunities for people with knowledge in law and inquiry procedures to engage in
the process and collaborate with the investigators. This participatory inquiry is expected to
balance the investigation power, enhance efficiency of the Thai criminal justice procedures
and bring fair justice to people instead of letting alone the investigators doing the job like
today.
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
